Assessment criteria and descriptors
This information applies to the following CCAFL Languages: Bengali, Bosnian, Chin Hakha, Dutch, Hebrew, Hindi, Hungarian, Karen, Khmer, Macedonian, Persian, Polish, Portuguese, Punjabi, Russian, Sinhala, Tamil, and Turkish. 
VCE assessors mark holistically, relating student performance to the published criteria and ranking students over the full range of marks available. Determination of the mark is assisted by the descriptors in ‘Expected qualities for the mark range’. These descriptors have been written to reflect the level of achievement expected at a particular mark or mark range. Assessor training thoroughly develops the criteria and descriptors, ensuring they are directly aligned with the range of student responses.


Section 1 – Conversation (approximately 7 minutes)
The examination will begin with a conversation between the student and the assessors. 
Section 1 will be a general conversation about the student’s personal world and aspects of [Language] language and culture in Australian society from a personal or community perspective related to one or more of the prescribed topics studied in class. The assessors will not ask questions about the subtopic the student has selected for the discussion in Section 2. Section 1 will be worth 20 marks.

The student will be expected to respond to questions on the subtopic itself and the supporting visual material that they have brought with them. Section 2 will be worth 20 marks.
